This survey, conducted from January 21, 2024 to February 1, 2024, captures Canadian employers’ coverage and considerations 
surrounding GLP-1 drugs, which have historically been prescribed for diabetes and weight loss. It also provides a snapshot of 
other approaches used by employers that offer health care coverage to address certain chronic health conditions. The data 
reflects responses from Canadian corporate plan sponsors, professional service providers and multi-employer plans.
